The construction of a 6 MW solar power plant will ensure energy supply in the airport area during the daytime only. No
energy storage area is planned. With the construction of this solar power plant, for which a feasibility study is currently un-
derway, Blaise Diagne International Airport in Diass should have its own energy supply by 2035 and be carbon neutral.

Project objectives

The installation of the solar power plant at Blaise Diagne International Airport will enable the airport to broaden its income
streams, produce its own electricity, and lessen the environmental footprint of its aviation operations, all within the context
of addressing global warming and climate change.
